Moses -

z Ex. 3:2-3, The angel of the LORD
~appeared to him in a blazing fire
from the midst of a bush; and he

lboked, and behold, the bush was burning
with fire, yet the bush was not consumed.

3 SO Moses said, “l must turn aside now and

see this marvelous sight, why the bush is
not burned up.”

5-6, Then God said, “Do not come
-near here; remove your sandals

from your feet, for the place on
which you are standing is holy
ground.” ¢ He said also, “l am the
God of your father, the God of
Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the
God of Jacob.”

- 13, “Behold, | am going to the sons of
Israel, and | will say to them, ‘The God of
your fathers has sent me to you.’ Now they
may say to me, ‘What is His name?’ What
shall | say to them7”
